- Winter 1955-1956:  Rosa Parks and Montgomery Bus Boycott, Montgomery, Ala.

- Fall 1957:  Showdown over desegregation of Central High School in Little Rock, Ark.

- Winter 1960: Lunch counter sit-ins

- May 1961:  Freedom Riders

- Spring 1963:  Civil Rights Protests in Birmingham, Ala.

- Sept. 1963:  KKK bombing of the 16th Street Baptist Church, Birmingham, Ala., killing 4 girls (Denise McNair, Addie Mae Collins, Carole Robertson and Cynthia Wesley)

- Summer 1964: “Freedom Summer,” voter registration project, Miss.
- June 1964: Disappearance and murder of three civil rights workers --James Cheney, Andrew Goodman, Michael Schwerner – in Philadelphia, Miss.

- Feb 3, 1965: Voting rights protesters violently beaten, Selma, Ala. 

- Feb. 18, 1965: Murder of Jimmie Lee Jackson, Marion, Ala.

- March 7, 1965: “Bloody Sunday” Brutal attack on 600 voting rights marchers at the Edmund Pettus Bridge, Selma, Ala. (planned march: Selma to Montgomery)
- March 15, 1965: LBJ admonishes Congress to pass the Voting Rights Act

- March 21-25, 1965: Voting rights march from Selma to Montgomery, Ala. 

- August 6, 1965: LBJ signs Voting Rights Act
